The first decade of the [900s was an exciling time for
arctic exploration, culminating n the planting of the Stars
and Stripes at the North Pole on April 6, 1909, by Raber
Peary and his assistamt Matthew Henson, the first men to
complete that quest. This series was designed to appeal 1o
the public’s interest in the heroic exploits of the men who
had attempted this chatlenge. The caeds are drawings of nat-
ural scenes such as icebergs, glaciers, and prominent arctic
landmarks, as well as several pictures of Eskimos, sled dogs,
and exploring ships. Each back includes a brief scientific
and historical description of the picture by Albert Operu,
ENAGAS.

These cards were actually issued as part of the T118 The
World's Greatest Explorers seties in early 1910, This series was
listed separately in the ACC, and the only difference in formau
between the cards is that these lack the series title at the ops
of the backs. The cards were issued Irom two factories.

Fronts: The fronts have venieal and horizomtal color pic-
tures of arctic scenes, surrounded by a thin black [rame line
and a Y- 1o K-inch white border. The name of the card appears
in various places in bluc or lavender inle,

Backs: The name of the card is at the Lop and is followed
by brief descriptive text, an ad for Hassan cigarettes below,
antd the factory number at the bottom. The text is surtound-
¢d by a double wavy frame line. The backs can be found with
a number of shading differences, ranging from solid black to
bluck-green to straight green.
